1. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Quinn called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM and lead the pledge and Prayer.  The City Manager was present. City Attorney Gregor was absent.  All the Councilmembers were present except Councilmember Breeden.












2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Mayor Quinn asked for a MOTION to approve the minutes from August 6, 2019.  Mayor Pro Tem Bush made a Motion to approve the minutes.  Councilmember Sherman seconded the MOTION. The vote was unanimous.  
3. PUBLIC HEARING 
4. NEW BUSINESS

(A) City Manager Bob Alexander presented for consideration a bid for Tree Removal at Central Park from Harper Tree Service in the amount of $18,573.92. Councilmember Sherman made a motion to approve the Tree Removal bid from Harper Tree Service.  Councilmember Renfroe seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.
(B) Chief Prokesh presented a proposed update of Municipal Fines for consideration. Councilmember Powell made a motion to approve A Resolution Entitled A Resolution to set a Fine Schedule on Municipal Violations.  Mayor Pro Tem Bush seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous. 
(C) Mr. George Johnson a resident at 120 Jayne Street and representing other residences in the area presented concerns of the storm water impact on their homes due to the developing of Magnolia Woods Subdivision located on Canal Street across the road from their subdivision.  The City Manager suggested the City’s Engineering Consultant get with the concerned citizens to see if the drainage issues could be resolved.  Mr. Johnson and others present were agreeable with meeting with the Engineering Consultant.  No action by the Council was taken. 
(D) The City Manage informed the Council that the Department of Community Affairs had awarded the City of Leesburg a $750,000 grant for the sewer project along Magnolia Street, Pine Street, Canal Street, Katie Lynn Street, and Society Street.  The local matching SPLOST VII funds required is $125,000.

(E) The City Manager reported to the Council on the Committee that met August 29 with the representative of the property at 103 A Walnut Street, Mrs. Jackie Fore-Chancy.  The owners were willing to sell the property and will allow the City access to the property for the purpose of having an appraisal.    Councilmember Powell made a motion to have the appraisal done.  Seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Bush. Councilmembers Powell, Bush, Renfroe and Sherman voted yes.  Councilmember Wilson voted no.  The motion passed.
